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BREAKING NEWS:
State fugitive nabbed, large cache of i1llegal
drugs found inside House of Israel building.

A squad of Jacksonville Police Department officers, in full SWAT
regalia, executed a search warrant Thursday evening at the local
House of Israel building, resulting iIn the arrest of one state
fugitive and the seizure of a large stash of 1illegal drugs.
David Baugh was taken into custody on a parole absconder warrant
filed by the Missouri Department of Corrections® parole board.

"Detective Jason Price received information Thursday from
Missouri that David Baugh, who we knew through previous dealings
with the House of Israel, was wanted for violating parole and
was considered armed and dangerous,”™ said Police Chief Reece

Daniel. "Once they sent us the warrant and we checked it, 1
gathered up a group of officers and we went over there,
surrounded the building and knocked on the door." No one

answered the door, but Baugh®s vehicle was observed on the
property and several officers claim they witnessed Baugh looking
out through the building®s back window.

"While we were at the scene, Detective Travis Cearley put
together a search warrant and had i1t reviewed and signed by
Judge (Craig) Fletcher, giving us the authority to go in and
search for this individual -- even iIf we had to use forcible
means iIn order to get into the building,” Daniel said. After
securing the search warrant, JPD knocked once more on each of
the building®s doors before breaking down the front door and
entering the premises. The property was entered at approximately
5:30 p.m., Thursday. Daniel said Baugh was found in one of the
building®s back rooms.

"We finally found David Baugh laying in his bed, fully dressed
including his boots, claiming that he had been asleep and hadn"t
heard us knocking. We arrested him and brought him out of the
building,” he said. "While looking for the suspect, officers
observed a large amount of drugs, in plain view, inside the
building.”

Authorities confiscated a large amount of illegal drugs,
Thursday evening, Tfound 1inside the building occupied by the
House of Israel. The drugs were found while JPD was looking for
David Baugh, a Tfugitive wanted by the state of Missouri for
violating his parole.





The police are not disclosing the type of drugs found. According
to Daniel, a good portion of the illegal drugs were packaged in
small bags that were labeled with the "House of Israel”™ and the
"Republic of Texas"™ on the outside of the bags. "In dealing
with them previously, the House of Israel has always disavowed
any connection with the Republic of Texas. Well now we have very
valid and obvious proof that they are at least espousing a
connection with that group,”™ Daniel said. "We also found Robert
Fox inside the building, who i1s the purported caretaker of the
property, and questioned him about the controlled substances.™
JPD 1s still 1investigating the iIncident, and anticipates that
charges will be filed against other members of the House of
Israel i1n connection to the confiscated drugs. Due to the
packaging the drugs were found in, JPD investigators believe it
was intended for distribution and sale.

Baugh was transferred Friday morning from the Jacksonville Jail
to the Cherokee County Jail where he will await transport back
to Missouri. "He violated his parole by leaving the state of
Missouri, and parole violators are the same as an escaped
prisoner as far as the Jlaw 1s concerned. Once we got
confirmation that there was a warrant out for his arrest, we
went straight after him,"” Daniel said. "You don"t want someone
running around town that has been termed armed and dangerous by
a parole board."

Baugh and another man, Stephen Jackson, were arrested back in
early April for failing to 1identify themselves to officers.
While Jackson was in custody, JPD learned that he was wanted by
the Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms on weapons charges.
"This is the second felony fugitive that we have gotten out of
this bunch here recently, and that trend worries me. As a
permeation of the Republic of Texas -- one that is cloaked in
religion In order to give them extra protection against the law
-- they follow an anti-government, anti-law dogma,' Daniel said.

Since his initial arrest, Baugh has repeatedly sent paperwork to
the City of Jacksonville, the police department, the district
attorney"s office, the Jacksonville Daily Progress and KETK-56
detailing his innocence and threatening legal action against the
city. "In my opinion this group is very dangerous; they are not
harmless and they are not to be taken lightly. It"s the same
sort of thing Timothy McVeigh believed in. People may have
thought he was harmless too until he blew up that building iIn
Oklahoma with all those children In i1t,” Daniel said. "They have
no respect for the law, and they are going to be taken very
seriously by the department. We want to stop this before it gets
started.”

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House of Israel's Robert Fox arrested

A team of armed Jacksonville Police Department officers entered the House of Israel building on Main Street
on Thursday morning — the second raid in a week.

JPD made forcible entry into the building; this time arresting Robert Fox, the man believed to be caretaker of
the building.

“At 9 a.m. we executed search and arrest warrants on the House of Israel building. We had four arrest
warrants for Mr. Fox for possession of dangerous drugs, and we found him hiding in the back of the
building,” said Police Chief Reece Daniel. “We also had a search warrant to search the entire premises for
drugs and for any type of evidence that would indicate the sale of drugs or anything of that nature. That gives
us the ability to go through the whole building.”

In addition to the building, Daniel said the police have warrants allowing them to search the two 18-wheel
trailers and all vehicles associated with the House of Israel.

Witnesses of the raid said the police knocked on the doors to the building and gave Fox several minutes to
open up before they broke through the glass door and entered.

The warrants stem from the May 15 raid of the building, when nearly 10,000 illegal prescription pills were
confiscated from the site. Fox claimed the drugs are left over from a dentist operation that previously used the
building, and that he didn’t even know they were there. During last week’s raid, David Baugh of Missouri
was arrested for violating his parole.

Daniel said the building was being used as a residence by the members of the House of Israel, which, if true,
would be a violation of the city’s zoning regulations.

“Inside it is set up as a living quarters for five or six people; with a living room, a big-screen television,
computers, beds and bathrooms. Since this is a business area; that’s illegal, and 1’ve got code enforcement
coming to take a look at that,” Daniel said.

The police also detained an unidentified woman who was present inside the building when the search was
executed.

“A women claiming to be from Canton is being detained until we can get some good identification on her.
We want to know what her involvement is with these folks before we turn her loose,” Daniel said. “If we find
she’s not wanted for anything, we will then release her and let her go.”

According to Daniel, it will be no small feat for his officers to completely search the building.

“All we did this morning was clear the building and get the people out of it. We haven’t even started to
search the inside yet. It’s probably going to be a full-day process because it’s a big place and it’s like a rabbit
hutch in there,” he said.

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JPD arrests federal fugitive

A suspicious person call received by the Jacksonville Police Department, Monday evening, resulted in the
arrest of a federal fugitive wanted by the Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms. Stephen L. Jackson, 49,
of Wentworth, Mo., was taken into custody after fleeing from local police and refusing to identify himself.
He was wanted by ATF on weapons charges.

“Officer (Austin) Faulkner was dispatched to a suspicious person call in the 300 block of Main Street, at
approximately 11:30 p.m., Monday night,” said Detective Jason Price. “Upon arrival, Officer Faulkner
observed two individuals standing between two buildings.”

As the officer approached the two men, one of the individuals fled northbound on Main Street. Faulkner then
made contact with the suspect who had remained at the location, and attempted to identify him.

“The subject refused to give any information to Officer Faulkner,” Price said. “The subject was advised of
the laws pertaining to identifying one’s self, and the subject continued to refuse to give the his name and date
of birth.”

The suspect was handcuffed and taken to the police department for processing without incident. The suspect
who had fled the scene was later located by Officer Darrell Hollis at 211 S. Ragsdale Street. This individual
also refused to identify himself, even after being made aware of the law.

Like his counterpart, this suspect was also taken to the department without incident. While in custody, JPD
was able to identify the two men as Jackson, and David George Bough, a 64-year-old white male from St.
Louis, Mo.

“Both men claimed that due to their affiliation with the House of Israel, they were not subject to the laws of
the United States and therefore failed to comply with the officer’s legal instructions,” Price said.

Jackson was found to have an outstanding ATF warrant and a warrant from the Newton County Sheriff’s
Office in Mo. for unlawful possession of a prohibited weapon. He was held in the city jail overnight, and was
transferred into the custody of ATF agents Tuesday afternoon.

“Jackson and Bough were both charged with failure to identify to a peace officer, which is a class-C
misdemeanor. Bough was charged and released,” Price said.

At this time it is uncertain what the men were doing in Jacksonville, but Price said it is possible they were
visiting the House of Israel temple located in Jacksonville, on the same block where they were originally
sited. Prior to Monday’s arrests, JPD has had no previous experience with either suspect.

A suspicious-person call Monday morning to the Jacksonville Police Department resulted in the arrest of a
federal fugitive wanted by the Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms.

Stephen L. Jackson, 49, of Wentworth, Mo., was taken into custody after fleeing from local police and
refusing to identify himself. He was wanted by ATF on weapons charges.

“Officer (Austin) Faulkner was dispatched to a suspicious-person call in the 300 block of Main Street at
approximately 11:30 p.m. Monday night,” Detective Jason Price said. “Upon arrival, Officer Faulkner
observed two individuals standing between two buildings.”

As the officer approached the two men, one of them fled northbound on Main Street. Faulkner attempted to
identify the remaining suspect.

“The subject refused to give any information to Officer Faulkner,” Price said. “The subject was advised of
the laws pertaining to identifying one’s self, and the subject continued to refuse to give the officer his name
and date of birth.”

The suspect was handcuffed and taken to the police department for processing, without incident. The man
who had fled the scene was later located by Officer Darrell Hollis at 211 S. Ragsdale St. This man also
refused to identify himself, even after being made aware of the law.

Like his counterpart, this suspect was also taken to the department without incident. While in custody, JPD
was able to identify the two men as Jackson, and David George Bough, 64, from St. Louis, Mo.

“Both men claimed that due to their affiliation with the House of Israel, they were not subject to the laws of
the United States and therefore failed to comply with the officer’s legal instructions,” Price said.

Jackson was found to have an outstanding ATF warrant and a warrant from the Newton County Sheriff’s
Office in Missouri for unlawful possession of a prohibited weapon. He was held in the city jail overnight, and
was transferred into the custody of ATF agents Tuesday afternoon.

“Jackson and Bough were both charged with failure to identify to a peace officer, which is a class-C
misdemeanor. Bough was charged and released,” Price said.

Police Chief Reece Daniel said the House of Israel is an offshoot of the Republic of Texas that follows an
anti-government, anti-authority dogma which they believe comes from Biblical scripture.

“They basically do not believe they are subject to man’s laws, so they don’t recognize our Constitution or our
laws. In a lot of instances, the thing that causes problems is that they don’t acknowledge our gun laws,
especially,” Daniel said. “They (House of Israel) maintain a gathering place on Main Street, just across from
the fire station, and | believe they were in town visiting that location.”

Daniel said JPD investigators were able to hand over information that will be helpful to ATF as they pursue a
case against Jackson.

“He was wanted for firearms violations and things of that nature, and he is also a known associate of
someone who is connected in the killing of a Missouri state police officer. ATF was very grateful to have him
back,” he said. “l don’t mind bragging at all — the people on the night shift did a wonderful job last night;
putting together some good evidence and recovering a cell phone with some good numbers in it.”

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House of Israel leader says he didn’t know drugs were there

During the execution of a search warrant Thursday at the House of Israel building in Jacksonville, which led
to the arrest of a Missouri parole violator, the Jackson-ville Police Department confiscated a large cache of
prescription medications.

The drugs totaled nearly 10,000 pills (9,739) and included antibiotics such as cephalexin, erythromycin and
amoxicillin, and a number of pain relievers and topical ointments.

According to Robert Fox of the House of Israel, the pills are merely the remnants of Barry Brooks’ dental
practice — which was forced to close after Brooks was convicted in 2007 of practicing dentistry without a
license and was sentenced to eight years in state prison.

“If you came into a dental office, what would you expect to find? There are still six dentists operating rooms
and a dental lab here. Barry Brooks’ stuff is all still in place; we haven’t touched any of that stuff,” Fox said.
“There is a whole section of the building that is Barry’s dental stuff. Do | go rummaging around in his stuff?
No, I don’t. Everything is just the way Barry left it. Barry left me there because he believes | am
trustworthy.”

Fox said the Jacksonville Police Department’s belief the confiscated drugs were intended for distribution and
sale is “preposterous nonsense.”

“I didn’t even know that stuff was there; I never saw the stuff. But if | were looking to make some money, if |
wanted to do something dirty and rotten, then | would sell his dental equipment — not bottles of antibiotics,”
he said. “I could sell $40,000 in dental equipment and then take off, and Barry wouldn’t know, because he’s
in prison. I could stand on the street corner for months trying to sell antibiotics — who is going to buy it?”
Reece Daniel, JPD chief of police, said Fox’s claim the drugs all belong to the old dental practice is not a
compelling defense.

“That building is not a dentist’s office and hasn’t been for years. Barry Brooks had been practicing without a
license for years, and therefore had no authority to prescribe or dispense those drugs. Barry Brooks has no
right to possess those drugs. Robert Fox has no right to possess those drugs,” Daniel said. “Mr. Fox purports
to be the caretaker of that building, and as such he is responsible for what is on those premises. Finding these
prescription drugs there is no different than finding 15 pounds of methamphetamine or a dead body in there.”
Friday morning, JPD asked the media not to reveal the types of drugs found. According to Daniel, that
request was made so the police could determine if the medications were in fact what they appeared to be.
“We wanted to make sure what they were before we gave that information out. We’ve gone through it all
with a Physicians’ Desk Reference to make sure we knew what we had. We wanted to make sure that we
have our facts correct given the propensity of these folks to file nuisance lawsuits. It was an abundance of
caution on our part,” he said.

David Baugh, the Missouri man taken into custody Thursday for violating his parole, was also arrested in
Jacksonville back in April of this year for failure to identify himself to an officer and has since filed a civil
suit claiming his arrest was an illegal action by the police. Baugh and another man, Stephen Jackson, were
arrested April 7 for failing to identify themselves to the officers who responded to the scene after receiving a
suspicious-persons call. Jackson was later found to be wanted by the Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and
Firearms on weapons charges.

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While Baugh and Fox maintain he was unlawfully arrested, Daniel said he is confident his department acted
within the confines of the law.

JPD officials have contacted the Texas Attorney General’s office regarding the case, and the department
recently received its ruling. The ruling stated that under Chapter 14.03(a)(1) of the Texas Code of Criminal
Procedure and Section 38.02(a) of the Texas Penal Code, the officer “had a reasonable basis to arrest.”
According to Daniel, he expects at least one count of possession of dangerous drugs, a class-A misdemeanor,
to result from his department’s investigation into the pills.

Fox, meanwhile, said he believes he and his friends are being railroaded by a corrupt legal system.

“I do not get myself involved in anything that smacks of criminal activity. I’m not here to support any kind of
criminal activity. I’m here to support truth, justice and the correct execution of the law,” Fox said. “If the law
was being correctly executed, I would have nothing to do in this area, and | would find something else to
work on.”

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State fugitive nabbed, large cache of illegal drugs found inside
House of Israel building

A squad of Jacksonville Police Department officers, in full SWAT regalia, executed a search warrant
Thursday evening at the local House of Israel building, resulting in the arrest of one state fugitive and the
seizure of a large stash of illegal drugs. David Baugh was taken into custody on a parole absconder warrant
filed by the Missouri Department of Corrections’ parole board.

“Detective Jason Price received information Thursday from Missouri that David Baugh, who we knew
through previous dealings with the House of Israel, was wanted for violating parole and was considered
armed and dangerous,” said Police Chief Reece Daniel. “Once they sent us the warrant and we checked it, |
gathered up a group of officers and we went over there, surrounded the building and knocked on the door.”
No one answered the door, but Baugh’s vehicle was observed on the property and several officers claim they
witnessed Baugh looking out through the building’s back window.

“While we were at the scene, Detective Travis Cearley put together a search warrant and had it reviewed and
signed by Judge (Craig) Fletcher, giving us the authority to go in and search for this individual — even if we
had to use forcible means in order to get into the building,” Daniel said.

After securing the search warrant, JPD knocked once more on each of the building’s doors before breaking
down the front door and entering the premises. The property was entered at approximately 5:30 p.m.,
Thursday. Daniel said Baugh was found in one of the building’s back rooms.

“We finally found David Baugh laying in his bed, fully dressed including his boots, claiming that he had
been asleep and hadn’t heard us knocking. We arrested him and brought him out of the building,” he said.
“While looking for the suspect, officers observed a large amount of drugs, in plain view, inside the building.”
The police are not disclosing the type of drugs found. According to Daniel, a good portion of the illegal drugs
were packaged in small bags that were labeled with the “House of Israel” and the “Republic of Texas” on the
outside of the bags.

“In dealing with them previously, the House of Israel has always disavowed any connection with the
Republic of Texas. Well now we have very valid and obvious proof that they are at least espousing a
connection with that group,” Daniel said. “We also found Robert Fox inside the building, who is the
purported caretaker of the property, and questioned him about the controlled substances.”

JPD is still investigating the incident, and anticipates that charges will be filed against other members of the
House of Israel in connection to the confiscated drugs. Due to the packaging the drugs were found in, JPD
investigators believe it was intended for distribution and sale.

Baugh was transferred Friday morning from the Jacksonville Jail to the Cherokee County Jail where he will
await transport back to Missouri.

“He violated his parole by leaving the state of Missouri, and parole violators are the same as an escaped
prisoner as far as the law is concerned. Once we got confirmation that there was a warrant out for his arrest,
we went straight after him,” Daniel said. “You don’t want someone running around town that has been
termed armed and dangerous by a parole board.”

Baugh and another man, Stephen Jackson, were arrested back in early April for failing to identify themselves
to officers. While Jackson was in custody, JPD learned that he was wanted by the Bureau of Alcohol
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Tobacco and Firearms on weapons charges.

“This is the second felony fugitive that we have gotten out of this bunch here recently, and that trend worries
me. As a permeation of the Republic of Texas — one that is cloaked in religion in order to give them extra
protection against the law — they follow an anti-government, anti-law dogma,” Daniel said.

Since his initial arrest, Baugh has repeatedly sent paperwork to the City of Jacksonville, the police
department, the district attorney’s office, the Jacksonville Daily Progress and KETK-56 detailing his
innocence and threatening legal action against the city.

“In my opinion this group is very dangerous; they are not harmless and they are not to be taken lightly. It’s
the same sort of thing Timothy McVeigh believed in. People may have thought he was harmless too until he
blew up that building in Oklahoma with all those children in it,” Daniel said. “They have no respect for the
law, and they are going to be taken very seriously by the department. We want to stop this before it gets
started.”
